REVIEW OF THE 3-22-01 MEETING MINUTES

· The minutes were accepted without any modifications.  

REVIEW OF THE ICD

The telecon started late because the room at GSFC was in use and the telecon was almost postponed.  Some issues got discussed even as we were deciding to postpone the telecon.  They were as follows:

· Customers prefer to input the satellite state vectors in earth centered earth fixed coordinate (ECEF) system.  The propagator converts the vector into earth centered inertial (ECI) system for integration and propagation.

· Could Area and Mass be stored in DAS data base table when the customer mission level parameters are initialized?  Same would be true for the drag coefficient and the solar radiation pressure coefficient.

· SWSI to specify that the user vector is input in ECEF coordinates on the vector input screen.

· Still waiting for the input from AVTEC on the input parameters needed for the CCSDS data protocol headers.
