REVIEW OF THE 5-24-01 MEETING MINUTES

REVIEW OF THE DAS SWSI ICD

Action: Charlie Hammond/Ajay Kapoor

Describe the “physical interface” between DAS and SWSI in section 2.3 of the ICD.  Section 2.3.1 should describe the point of demarcation and section 2.3.2 should describe the interfaces (i.e. the connector to be used).  Consult with Tom Holub, Cliff Baxter, and hardware group to finalize the details of this interface.

Action: Ajay Kapoor

Describe the customer input via SWSI needed for the Data Format Protocols (PTP) as soon as complete information is available.  Software development group at ITT had a meeting with the AVTEC engineers and asked them for the input parameters that were needed as part of the header records for the customer input.  The header information that is needed from the customer will be incorporated as soon as it is received from AVTEC.

Action: Ajay Kapoor

Does the state vector epoch time have to be before the scheduled service request time?  Can the DAS propagator integrate backwards?  The state vector epoch should be at or before the scheduled service request time.  The DAS propagator does not integrate backward in time.

DAS SWSI Testing

Action: Phil Message

The following messages (XML files) would be needed from SWSI in the initial testing by DAS:  Resource Allocation Request, Message 200, Planned Events Request, Message 206, and User Performance Data Request, Message 400.  DAS would provide to SWSI the following XML files back for testing:  Resource Allocation Response, Message 201, Planned Events Response, Message 207, User Performance Data Response, Message 401, and User Performance Data Status, Message 402.  DAS will be ready to test with the XML files by the end of July.
