REVIEW OF THE 5-31-01 MEETING MINUTES

The minutes were accepted without any modifications.

REVIEW OF THE DAS SWSI ICD

Action: Tom Gitlin

Tom would like to discuss with Caren whether Section 3.2.2 “physical interface” should stay in the DAS SWSI ICD.  He will let us know if Section 3.2.2 should be removed and what should be put in its place.  The discussion centered on the fact that the content of Section 3.2.2 should be part of an EC and should not be included in the DAS SWSI ICD.

Action: Ajay Kapoor

Harshna sent email where the following questions were asked: 

1. Message 202 (RDR) item 5 (Ref. Request ID) indicates Original request ID assigned by SWSI.  Is RDR allowed after an RAMR has been serviced for a customer?  (After talking to David Hsu, the Original request ID that is assigned with the RAR is used for tracking by DAS.  A RAR is assigned a Ref. request ID, then any modifications due to an RAMR are reflected with the Original request ID which is assigned with a RAR.)

2. Can RAMR be done after a RAMR has been serviced etc.?  (David’s answer is yes and again it is tracked with Original request ID from the RAR).

3. Message 201 needs to have message codes 208, 209, and 210 added as error conditions in the ICD.  (Any valid RAR by a customer will have one of two states: granted or pending.  Message codes 208, 209, and 210 should be added as part of Table 3.4-6a of Message 201 to indicate error conditions.)

Action: Ajay Kapoor

Describe the customer input via SWSI needed by the PTP for the Data Format Protocols as soon as complete information is available.

DAS SWSI Testing

Action: Phil Message

Schedule a demo of the SWSI XML tool.  Tom Sardella indicated that SWSI would have some of the messages in XML ready by the end of the week of June 18th .
