SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Meeting Date: January 16, 2001

Action Items Responses:

1. Action Item #s 9, 18, 35, 37, and 42 – nothing reported


2. Action Item #5 response – Danh Nguyen reported that he has meet with Harshna Sampat in regards to reviewing SWSI requirements.  Danh, Harshna, and Tom Sardella are to meet on Thursday, January 18, 9:00 AM to discuss this subject in more detail.


3. Action Item #11 response – Tom confirmed to the group that there will be problems with required SWSI testing with NCC/ANCC due to the fact that the ANCC will be moved during our planned testing phase.  Tom asked Jerry Rauser to check with Fred Kleinknecht (DSMC Rep.) on whether there are any work-arounds that will allow us to test SWSI with the ANCC without any interference and find out what the total down time will be if a work-around cannot be met.


4. Action Item #32 response – Harshna suggested that we stay with local CVS.  Scott Robinson noted that is will be working this action soon, he has been booked with work in the NCC as of late.


5. Action Item #39 response – (Jswitch administrative tool to add/remove users to SWSI.  Tom will identify tables that the DBA would need to modify to keep in sync with the NCC) – Tom reported that he is waiting for some database issues to be resolved before he works this action.


6. Action Item #41 response – (Configure all the developers’ desktops to securely copy files from the desktop to ‘Angelica’) – Scott reported that he is in the process of working on scripts.


7. Action Item #43 response – Still working.

8. Action Item #45 response – Harshna stated that John Gasch and herself have been working on the review of database changes for SERVICE_TYPE Table which includes Max Link ID and additional information required by SNIF for processing NCC messages.  Harshna asked Tom if it would be OK to break SIM service type into two types, namely, SIM Forward and SIM Return.  She also asked if there would be different SSC codes for SIM Forward, SIM Return, Track Normal, and Track Cross types of services.  Tom will check into this.


9. Action Item #47 response – (Check into how the Isolator/SNIF connection status is reported back to the Client) – Maurice Assaraf reported that he is still working this AI.

10. Action Item #51 response – (Determine how much effort it would take for the Client to handle multiple ranges) – Gerry Klitsch reported to the group that he feels that it would take a minimal effort to configure the Client to handle multiple ranges and that he will proceed to accomplish this effort.  This Action Item has been closed.

Prioritization of R/DR Open Issues:

Tom reviewed with the group the Open Issues List items 1-7 by defining which issues will effect our design.  A separate meeting will be scheduled to complete the review.  During this discussion, a new requirement came about for SWSI.  Tom would like to give a user the capability to resubmit SARs.  The Team needs to discuss this further to provide an impact to Tom.  Tom stated that SWSI will only perform parameter checking at the system level and not at a SIC level.  Also, Tom said that SWSI won’t be supporting canned GCMRs.  Gerry suggested that DAS should be informed about this.

Schema Changes:

Alan Zinkgraf distributed the updated database schema for review.  Harshna noted to Alan, not to make any changes until she receives final updates from John Gasch.  Harshna went over some of John’s proposals for changes to the database schema.

· Add SIC to Active_SCHEDULE table to handle NCC initiated SARs (NCC guarantees unique event ID per SIC).


· Replace ServiceType, linkid fields with ServiceLink (in new table SERVICE_LINK) in ACTIVE_SCH_SERVICE and USR_GCMR tables.

· Remove EventStopTime field from ACTIVE_SCHEDULE table and create a view table that has this field; Oracle will take care of determining EventStopTime from the latest ServiceStopTime.  John is developing stored procedures to add a record in these tables.


· Add RequestId in the ACTIVE_SCHEDULE.  This will be used if there is a corresponding record in the SCHEDULE_REQUEST table.  John’s stored procedures will take care of this automatically.
Note for SNIF: Use stored procedures to add records in the ACTIVE_SCHEDULE, ACTIVE_SCH_SERVICE, and ACTIVE_SCH_APRAM tables. Also, don’t worry about filling in the serviceNumberOrder field in the ACTIVE_SCH_SERVICE; John’s stored procedure will fill this in per the order in which the recorders are inserted in the table.


· Add event_id and serviceNumberOrder as FK in USR_GCMR to refer back to active service (Transparent to application if stored procedure is used to add a row).


· Two Oracle roles will be set up: SWSI_USER and SWSI_ADMIN.  The oracle user with SWSI_USER role privilege will have permission to insert and modify dynamic tables, but not delete records from them.  The oracle user with SWSI_ADMIN role privilege will be able to maintain static tables.


· Do not allow SSC code to be deleted if there is any active /outstanding events in the database having that SSC code.


· Should there be a separate table for Schedule Delete and Wait List requests?  Should there be a separate entry in the SCHEDULE_REQUEST table for Wait List Request if they are kept in the same table?  Tom said he wants to have a separate line items on the Schedule Request Panel for Deletes and Wait List Requests and hence there should be separate entries for these in the SCHEDULE_REQUEST table.

System Design Specifications (SDS) Updates:

Harshna noted that she had sent a list of updates required for the SDS to Tom.  Tom is to review and prioritize the list that was provided.

Build Schedule:

Tom is to review the Build Schedule provided by Harshna.

Developers Status:

Steve Blackwell requested that Scott Robinson install Jbuilder Pro on Angelica.  Scott noted that he would do this. 

Maurice Assaraf questioned what modes (OPS/TEST) do we use for DAS.  Tom noted, that prior to SWSI going operational, we need to have users use ANCC (TEST) mode for NCC and after SWSI goes operational, we need to support OPS (NCC) and TEST (ANCC) modes concurrently.  A further discussion is required to discuss how DAS fits in, in regards to different modes.

Misc. Items:

Harshna to provide values of reqType and reqStatus of SCHEDULE_REQUEST to Cathy Chang (see AI #52).
A demo to show the status of SWSI implementation progress was given to the team by Cathy.  She demonstrated Create SAR panel and storing of the SAR parameters in the database table.  During the demo, Tom suggested to perform validity check for CSCN and SBSN parameters on the SAR flexible parameter panel.  A question came about what to do with the SAR panel after “Submit” is done by a user.  Several options (Disable “Submit” button until user makes some changes on the SAR panel, Close the panel, blank out all the fields on the panel) were discussed.  Harshna suggested to close the panel after “Submit”.
