SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Meeting Date: February 6, 2001

Action Items Responses:

1. Action Item #s 9, 18, 32, 37, 42, 43, 47, and 53 – nothing reported


2. Action Item #5 response – Jerry reported for Danh that he is making progress with the Requirements Document.  Tom Sardella noted that Tom Williams and Howard Michelsen are reviewing the requirements.  Tom Sardella noted that Danh is to have a review copy for his review on the 16th.


3. Action Item #11 response – Jerry reported to the team, that he had not heard from Fred Kleinknecht (DSMC Rep) in regards to the updated DSMC Master Schedule.  Jerry noted that he will call Fred to find out the status of the new schedule.


4. Action Item #39 response – (Jswitch administrative tool to add/remove users to SWSI.  Tom will identify tables that the DBA would need to modify to keep in sync with the NCC) – Tom reported that he had provided Harshna with some feedback on this AI.  This AI has been closed.


5. Action Item #41 response – (Configure all the developers’ desktops to securely copy files from the desktop to ‘Angelica’) – Scott reported that he is still working this issue.  He noted that he is working on PGP (which was one of the components missing from the puzzle) and is set up on his workstation.


6. Action Item #45 response – (Review database changes for SERVICE_TYPE table to include Max Link ID and additional information needed by SNIF for processing NCC messages) – Harshna reported that this AI is to remain open until the tables are finalized.


Design Reviews:

Wait List Request – Keep in the schema, no need to display for the SARs.  Tom wants to track the Wail List Requests separately, meaning we want to save the expiration time for each WRL in the database.  John will create a separate Wait List table under the Request table.  The Stored Procedure stores the expiration time in the referencing (original) SAR, but Client does not need to display this parameter at this time.

TDRS Tables Setup – Questions arose on the TDRS naming conventions used between NCC, SWSI, and DAS.  Tom did some investigation and found references to numerous numeric and alpha designations that are represented for each TDRS.  John suggested a schema with tables with mapping between designations.  John suggested to keep the distinct TDRS names e.g., TDE, TDW, 041, F1, etc… in the TDRS Name table.  TDRS Group will store TDRS names and group names with indication of DAS/NCC.  Gerry noted that the Client needs to only get the TDRS list from TDRS Group with DAS/NCC indication.

GCMR – Tom opted for storing USR GCMR table under the Request table, this will make detection of duplicate Request ID simpler.  Tom does not want to see GCMRs on the Schedule Request Panel.  John will build a view to filter the GCMRs out.

SUPIDEN – Tom is to look up in the supiden dictionary for what we will use internally for the supiden.  John noted that the field has to be defined.

DAS SSC Upper Limit – It was decided that we would allow the DBA to add/delete DAS SSC codes.  The Client does not have hard coded number of 10 SSC codes.

Misc. Database Items – Alan requested that paramName length be changed to hold up to 30 characters.  Alan asked how to handle null as default parameter values for SSC codes.  Harshna asked how the Client will handle the null values, Gerry said that there are no plans to handle these values at this time, but he will look into the feasibility of doing so.  Alan was given an action item to check what parameters have null as default values for SSC codes.

MAR UPDs – Tom stated that we can assume that MAR UPD would always have zeros or blanks for the channel that is not active.  The non-active channel would have a ‘No Lock’ indication.  The detail UPD display panel would always have two columns (I and Q channels) showing the incoming data.
State Vectors – It was suggested that the Client parse the state vector files and send single state vectors to the Isolator.  Tom would like to see individual state vectors stored in the database, the Team agreed.  Tom suggested to store all the fields found in the NCC ICD except for Linefeeds and Carriage Returns in the table.  A further discussion is required.
Setup John Gasch to Angelica:

Scott is to set up John on Angelica.  Sergey and Lydia have been set up

Build Schedule:

Tom and Harshna are to make the necessary changes to the Build Schedule.

DAS Status:

A new version of the DAS/SWSI ICD is out.  Gerry has E-Mailed the updated version of SWSI/DAS Ops Concept to the group.
