SWSI Development Meeting Notes

1. Tom Sardella stated that we are still waiting to here on the status of Oracle from Houston (see AI #4).

2. Danh Nguyen is to provide SWSI Requirements Matrix on 05/31 (see AI #5).
 

3. It was noted by Harshna Sampat that a formal Data Base Design Tool would be a nicety; but, there are no plans to purchase such a tool.  She stated that software such as Visio, Word, Excel will suffice for this project (see AI #8).

4. Bill Brown is to work with Alan Zinkgraf in determining the size of the SWSI data base (see AI #9).

5. Tom Sardella and Jerry Rauser are to further investigate the NCC activities for the move to Whitesands and the DSMC’s plans for their development efforts (see AI #11).

6. Installation of the SSH server on the Development Machine has been accomplished by Scott Robinson, still working on clients to check out (see AI #13).

7. TUT Availability to SWSI Users – Tom Sardella noted that TUT should be an available service to SWSI in the future.  Tom submitted a request a year ago to make the TUTs available on CNE.  Due to change in contract (CSOC) the request was dropped since there was no hard requirement to make this available on open IONet at the time.  The TUTs are needed on the open IONet when SWSI becomes operational. Tom said SWSI will have a webserver on the open IONet.  Joe Stevens will develop a tool that will retrieve TUTs from the webserver on the closed IONet and store them on the SWSI webserver on the open Ionet.  The file will be updated on a periodic basis (once/day?) and will be accessible only to the authorized users (see AI# 16).


8. AI #17 – The design of this will as follows: The user supplies user id, password, passphrase, and NCC mode (ops/test) at login time.  At the creation time of SAR, SWSI client S/W would show all the SICs that are assigned with the user in a dropdown list. After a SIC is selected by the user, SWSI S/W would make the associated SUPIDENs and SSC codes available for the selected SIC.  Part of creating a SAR would be to selected a SIC, SUPIDEN, and SSC code.  Scott Robinson suggested that the Nescape webserver should be replaced by the apache webserver because GSFC does not have license to use the newer version of Netscape webserver.


9. Scott Robinson received CVS script files from Gerald Klitsch, Scott is still working this (see AI #18).


10. AI #19 (Perform an evaluation on TogetherJ and costs for enterprise levels).  Steve Blackwell suggested the use of GDPro and it was determined by the Development Team to use it.


11. The NCC Ops Guide will not be made available on the Net.  Tom Sardella distributed hardcopies to the Development Teams for their use (see AI #20).


12. Scott Robinson acquired the listserv mailing list for SWSIDEV and SWSIALL, it has not been populated to each of the developers E-Mails (see AI #21).


13. Gerald Klitsch is to get Jswitch working on the SWSI Development Machine and demo it to the team (see AI #22).
