Project Review Board for the SWSI SRD
Joe and Jerry are to attend the PRB for the SWSI SRD on June 21, 2:30, Building 12, Room N112.

Action Items Responses
1. Action Item #s 9, and 32 – nothing reported


2. Action Item #37 response – (Investigate reliability/performance of RAID disks for use as a backend server database storage) –Tom is to look into procurement costs on this matter.


3. Action Items #57 and 67 response – (Investigate JDK 1.3) – It was reported that Scott has installed JDK 1.3 (these AIs have been closed).

4. Action Item #64 response – (Make a decision on whether to use Phaos or Entrust for SWSI Release1) – Gerry reported that he is looking into whether Entrust has additional digital certificates, and if Phaos certificates can be used with Entrust.  Joe reported that Entrust test certificate is available for free use for 60 days.

5. Action Item #68 response – (Set up splinter meeting to get ANCC ready for SWSI testing) – Tom is pursuing this matter, and has gotten permission to put a PC in the ANCC.  Tom noted that any hardware installed in the ANCC will become the property of CSOC, and Joe and himself are looking at different options of what workstations can be utilized.  Scott is configuring the NCC Firewall to allow SWSI connection to ANCC.


Technology Showcase – Harshna noted that there was a lot of interest in SWSI at the Technology Showcase.  Tom suggested a demonstration of SWSI to users in the near future.

Design Items

· JDK 1.3 installed on angelica - Server Compile problems resolved.  SWSI Client on Solaris hangs the server with this upgrade.  Gerry will look into this (see AI #69).
· The jar files used by SDIF in cots dir. One has collection of classes Sergey collected from other projects. Do we need source code?  Tom requested source codes for these classes.
· Can RDR be done for RAMR? Can RAMR be done for RAMR?
· RAR Request_Status: No (non)dedicated pending status)
· Server log file too large. Does it get reset? – Gerry is to check on resets.

· The path name and file name of property files not consistent across SWSI Java subsystems – Harshna suggested to make more consistent, and will propose a scheme at the next meeting.

· Don’t start server if pass-phrase is invalid.  Harshna asked Gerry to make this change in the Server code.

· Multi Login: User_Login table has userid, serverid, lastloginip, lastlogindate, lastlogoutdate, numfailedattempts. Should a new record be created every time a user logs in when a user logs in from second time from the same IP address? If so, need a strategy to clean up the table. Should the record be deleted when a user logs out? – To support this ?  Harshna is to check on this (see AI #70).

SDS Updates – Individual developers are to work on their associated sections to the SDS.  Steve has started the SDS updates.  Gerry will provide a subsection of Client section to Lydia for her updates.

Database Schema ERD Diagram Updates – Alan is to make the necessary updates.

SWSI Build 2 Demo for ITT and Test Team – Harshna is to set up dates for the demos to ITT and the Test Team.


Status of IT Environment Setup – Harshna has worked with Scott on the IT setups.  Closed SWSI server has all the patches installed.  JDK 1.3 is also installed.  A SWSI Oracle instance has been set up and running on the Closed IT host..


PRs and Other Problems – Tom reported that 4 PRs have been closed and one new has been opened.  Tom is to add some of the design item issues to the PR list.  Tom and Jerry are to set up an area on the SWSI Web Site for access to the PRs.

Round Table

· Sergey reported that BUGZILLA is available to track software bugs.  This is a Web-based tool.  Tom will look into this tool for SWSI.

· XML Schema – Sergey reported that XML Schema location has to be identified for SDIF application.  He recommended using URL location for this. This would require a Web server running on Closed SWSI server.  The other option is to use only the file name when XML instances are created.  The SDIF application can retrieve XML Schema location from the property file. With the first option (use of URL), DAS and SWSI can access the same schema definition while with the second option, both systems would need to store schema file locally, which has a possibility of getting out of sync.  Tom expressed strong opposition to running Web server due to security reasons.  The group discussed using a version number or sending the schema file to DAS at the initialization time.  Harshna is to propose these options to ITT (see AI #71).
