SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Opening Comments:

Tom noted the following:

· Don Murray has completed his testing at WSC, and that everything has passed.

· SWSI teardown (for Shipment to WSC) is to begin tomorrow (11/13/02).

· SWSI is configured with SSH.

Action Items Responses:

449 – Configure servers for High Availability (HA) – Scott reported that he has completed work with HA source code changes.  Scott is to work on the scripts.

458 - Multiple database instances – This AI has been closed.
461 - Install JDK 1.4.1 – Tom noted that we are waiting on a disk upgrade before the install can be completed.  An additional 100 Meg is required for the install.

490 - Install Build 4 on IT – Tom also noted that this install requires a disk upgrade.

501 - RAID shutdown process won't complete if user in a RAID directory – Scott is still working this AI.  Tom asked that Scott change the group ID.

515 - Put approved SRD online – The updated SRD will be put online as soon as the SWSI Web Site becomes available.

541 – Configure IT for HA – Scott is still working this AI.

551 – Look into improving the performance of the EIF Proxy and the adding of new sockets – Scott is to update this AI, then it will be closed out.

453 – Setup an Oracle hot backup procedure – Alan is still working this AI.  He needs to check into copying to tape procedure.

458 – Multiple database instances – Alan reported that all 4 instances are on.

526 – Update schema diagram to include SERVICE_PARAM default value column – Alan noted that all instances are there, he needs to have a procedure (to update this AI on Bugzilla).

459 - Stream compression (Bug #459), and TUT bandwidth utilization  (Bug #445) – Sergey is to work on bug 459 and see if it can be implemented for Release 1, and to get it to work with the Client, Server, and Isolator.  Joe is to work on bug 445 to compress TUT files before transmission to reduce bandwidth. 
552 - Provide Gateway Rules – Joe stated, that he needs to know what the host names are so he can set up the Rules.

Bug Fix Responses:

SWSI Admin Bugs

486 - transfer design causes double transmission – this Bug is to be worked out prior to shipment to WSC, Joe is to look into this.

488 - transfer from reptar isn't working – Tom and Joe are to check on this Bug.

489 - CDE toolbar configuration for operations – Scott is working this AI.

499 - NCCDS service names missing on OPS backend servers – Scott has straightened this up on Spike (this Bug is to be closed).

530 - Incorrect purge scripts delivered – Harshna is to check on this Bug.

542 - Oracle backup during HA failover – Scott is to update this Bug with his findings.

543 - Install latest DDD version on angelica and run with jdb – Tom noted that he cannot get DDD to work with jdb.  Jbuilder or some other option may be used as an option for debugging.

544 - Timezone problem affecting server applications – Scott has made necessary changes to HA, so not to modify the timezones.  Tom is to test.

566 - Modifications to SSC parameters not saved – Tom stated that this may be a CM problem.  Harshna is to  rerun scripts for both instances.

592 - AppServer not shutdown under HA on phil – Scott reported that he has completed work on the open side, and needs to work on the closed side.

494 - WWW root accessible on backend servers – Joe is to look into this.

SWSI 1 Bugs

520 - Users sometimes not logged off properly – Tom requested a code review with Harshna, Cathy, Gerry, and Sergey.

558 - Automatic client software updates – Sergey noted that there are problems with certificates, he is in the process of resolving this problem.

445 - TUT Sender/Receiver bandwidth utilization excessively high – Joe is to look into this.

SWSI 1.1 Bugs

593 - SDIF sends wrong ID to client for PBKR details – Cathy noted that this seems to be an Isolator problem an she is working to this.

599 - View of PBKR under Schedule Request Summary panel lacks explanation area – Tom noted that this is a minor Bug.  Gerry is to work on the design of a new panel.

DASCON Bugs

· Tom expressed his concerns that ITT is not updating Bugs on Bugzilla, he is to E-Mail Tom Gitlin in hopes that the updates are not overlooked.  Gerry is to adjust the severity of the Bugs.

· Gerry is to evaluate the DASCON Bugs and determine which Bugs are to be designated as Major Bugs.

503 - RAMR causes SDIF/DAS connection to break – Gerry reported that there seems to be no problems with RAMR causing any connection breaks.

ICD Bugs
538 - Handling of unforeseen reasons for request rejection – No decision has been made on the fix for this Bug.

539 - "Invalid SIC" alert should instead be a response message – The ICD change needed for this will be done in DCN 001. 

577, 578, 579, 580, 581, 582, and 588 – Tom requested, that someone from the Development Team needs to comment on these Bugs.  Harshna volunteered to do so.

Open Discussion:
Tom has begun work on the Users Guide, and requested that the team provide him with a list of system alerts.  He also requested that Joe provide him with vector information.  Tom is in the process of getting new screen shots for the Users Guide as well.

Alan is to provide Tom with updated schemas.
