SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Meeting Date: November 14, 2000

Attendees: Steve Blackwell, Cathy Chang, Jy-Tai Chang, Gerry Klitsch, Danh Nguyen, Jerry Rauser, Scott Robinson, Harshna Sampat, Tom Sardella, Joe Stevens, and Alan Zinkgraf

Control Logic Write-up –Tom Sardella asked Gerald Klitsch to take a closer look at Jy-Tai Chang’s Control Logic Write-up and provide input at the next meeting.  A little later in the meeting, Jy-Tai presented his write-up to the development team where there was some discussion on his write-up.  The subject came up about cloning SARs.  Tom stated that cloning SARs is not a requirement; but, if it is to be done he would like to see a minimal effort to accomplish this.

SERVICE_PARAM Table Questions (from Gerald Klitsch)
1. What is the ‘description’, and how does this differ from the ‘displayLabel’?  (i.e., does the client or respecifiable displays need description?).

Tom noted that we may not need to do anything with the description.  Tom did note however, that the displayLabel is too short and needs to have more information.  Tom said to use shortened version of the description given in the NCC/MOC ICD for the displayLabel.  Alan Zinkgraf will take the first cut at putting this together.


2. The ‘valueType’ is given a number.  Is there some definition of the number values? (e.g, 1=Numeric, 2=Octal, etc…)  Can these be defined as constants in the ServiceParams common class?

Alan will provide Gerry with the valueType(s) used by the NCC database.


3. Is there some definition of the possible values of ‘displayAs’?  (e.g, RadioButtons, DropDownList, etc…)  Can these be defined as constants in the ServiceParams common class?

Gerry will provide this information to Alan for all the parameters.

4. The ‘displayOrder’ is listed as a varchar2.  Should this be a number?

It was noted that the display units (as defined in the ICD) are of numeric values.  It was asked whether the display units are in Hertz or decaHertz.  Tom said there are no conversions needed for the scaling factor and it would be better just to take out the scale factor altogether.  Tom said to use the NCC/MOC ICD to determine the display order.

Configuration Control – Gerry suggested that we find someone that could take over the responsibilities of CM because of the fact that it is becoming a big issue now.  With Scott Robinson being bogged down with his administrative duties and other work, it may be better if we had someone onboard to take over CM responsibilities and give Scott some breathing room.  Tom Sardella stated that he would talk to Scott and see what his workload is.  Tom also noted that we need to wait and see what comes up with the staffing issues/budget with DAS and address CM at a later time.  Harshna Sampat suggested that a temporary solution for accessing SWSI common objects is to store them in a system directory which everyone can link to for testing the application.  Tom will inform us whether to take this temporary measure (see AI #44).

Database Changes – Harshna Sampat suggested that the team review database changes for SERVICE_TYPE table to include Max Link ID and additional information needed by SNIF for processing NCC messages.  Inputs are to be provided at the next meeting (see AI #45).

Developers Status
· Cathy Chang reported that she is progressing with work on Schedule Request.

· Steve Blackwell questions.

· Schedule Request times for plus and minus tolerances

· Schedule Request Service, is it relative to start time of the event or other service:  Tom said that it is the user’s responsibility to make sure that the times are specified accurately.  Besides GUI restrictions on these fields, there are not other checks on these fields by SWSI.

· Service Duration, change from numeric to string

· Service plus and minus tolerance parameters – values will be in strings

· Prototype Events – Tom to get Steve sample displays

Tom Sardella suggested to Steve that he remove the Open Time on the panels.  Also, Tom asked whether we should do time synchronization or should users be responsible for their own synchronization’s.  Joe Stevens suggested that we should do the syncs, but Tom said it adds complexity to the software and he does not want us to add the complexity.  The user should be responsible for setting the Date/Time correctly on the desktops if he wants to use it as reference time for scheduling SN services.

· Joe Stevens provided Gerry Klitsch with information in regards to TUT and will give him the HTML.

· Jy-Tai Chang reported that he is in the implementation phase with his panel design

· Gerry Klitsch stated that he is working on the Application Server and updates, updates on the Client, and progressing with work on the Reconfigurable Panels.

· Harshna Sampat notes that she is pushing to get SAR initialization working by the end of December.

· Tom Sardella stated that himself, Maurice Assaraf, and Cathy Chang are to meet and discuss SNIF interface.  Tom noted that he and Joe Stevens are preparing the TUT proxy to be up and ready for SeismicStar.  Also, Tom made note to Harshna’s question about receiving any new comments from the SWSI R/DR, that he has received a couple comments and he is to work with Jerry Rauser in getting the issues list online so the comments can be addressed.
